Entries for Regional Maclay Championship classes close, and must be received by, 5:00 p.m. Eastern Time, September 1, at 
the NHSAA's office. All entries must be submitted electronically with the $150.00 per class.  Entries are to be submitted on-line 
at https://entries.showmanagementsystem.com.  The NHSAA reserves the right to reject any late, unsigned or entries not 
submitted with all entry fees.

Course: The course for each Regionals shall be designed by a USEF Course Designer who must be selected and/or approved by the 
NHSAA. Any Regionals course must adhere to the above stated specifications and be of sufficient difficulty to typify the Finals and reflect 
the importance of the class. While the courses at all Regionals need not be identical, they should reflect equal difficulty and challenge.

Judging: Each Regionals shall have two (2) “R” Judges. One of these judges must be selected from the approved list of judges supplied by 
the NHSAA The second judge is not required to be selected from this list but must be approved by the NHSAA. Judges for the Finals are 
ineligible to judge any Regionals in the same year.

Riders are to be judged on seat, hands, guidance, and control of horse. Two refusals will eliminate a rider from Regionals competition.

Use of the open numerical system of judging not to be used.

After completion of the jumping phase, if available, a minimum of ten (10) more riders than one-half the number of riders competing in the 
Regionals are required to show at a walk, trot and canter. At the sole discretion of the judges, additional flat work may be called for, but all 
groups must be asked to perform the same tests. No more than twenty (20) riders at a time may be asked to work together in a group at 
the same time. The flat performance of those riders selected to show in the flat phase shall count 50%. Changing of bit/bridle between 
phases is permissible.

After the flat phase the Judges may request further testing using USEF tests 1-23. Riders may only be selected for further testing if after 
the flat phase they are already assured an invitation (based on percentages) to compete in the Finals.

The Judges will select a Champion, Reserve Champion, and Third through Tenth place finishers at each Regionals. In addition, the judges 
will determine a stand-by list of all the additional entrants who returned for the flat phase. This stand-by list will be announced publicly, 
made available to all competitors, and emailed to the NHSAA office.

When the Regionals are completed, and the riders qualified for the Finals have been selected the judge’s cards will be immediately sealed. 
The judge’s cards, class sheet, jump order, official results sheet and a detailed copy of the course diagram will be emailed directly to the 
NHSAA office.

•	Official schooling area will be set one hour before the start of the competition.

•	Schooling fences will be set as a straight line of oxers across the middle of the official schooling area.

•	Each jump will have at least four standards, four rails and four cups.

•	Each jump must be flagged.

•	Each jump may be set as an oxer or vertical.

•	Each jump may be set as a combination (Bounce, One Stride or Two Strides)

•	Tarps (vinyl panels) and coolers are to be allowed. These may be used on the jump, under the jump or 
on the ground in front of or behind the jump. If they are used on the ground in front of or behind the 
jump they must be set on the ground a minimum of 9 feet and a maximum of 21 feet from the jump 
in either direction. They may not be set in such a way that they interfere with either the approach or 
landing of another jump.

Every class offered herein which is covered by the Rules 
and Specifications of the current USEF Rule Book will be 
conducted in accordance therewith. 

MEMBERSHIP STATEMENT 
Life, senior active and junior active members shall be 
eligible to participate in all classes at Regular Competitions, 
Eventing Competitions at the Modified Level or above and 
Combined Driving Competitions at the Advanced Level, 
Dressage, Reining and Vaulting Competitions and 
Endurance Rides. A non-member may participate as a 
handler, rider, driver, owner, lessee, or agent at Regular 
Competitions, Eventing Competitions, Dressage 
Competitions, Reining Competitions and Combined Driving 
Competitions upon payment of a Show Pass fee.  
Participants in the following classes are exempted from the 
Requirements of this rule: 1) leadline; 2) exhibitions; 3) 
games and races; 4) classes for 4-H members; 5) walk trot 
and academy classes (academy classes are classes limited 
to horses used regularly in a lesson program); 6) USDF 
introductory level tests, pas de deux and quadrille classes; 
7) assistant handlers in Dressage Sport Horse Breeding 
classes.

It is compulsory for all persons at Federation licensed hunter, 
jumper or hunter/jumper competitions when mounted 
anywhere on the competition grounds, to wear properly 
fastened protective headgear which meets or exceeds ASTM 
(American Society for Testing and Materials)/SEI (Safety 
Equipment Institute) standards for equestrian use and carries 
the SEI tag. It must be properly fitted with harness secured. It is 
compulsory for riders in Paso Fino classes, both open and 
breed restricted including Hunter Hack, where jumping is 
required and when jumping anywhere on the competition 
grounds to wear properly fastened protective headgear which 
meets or exceeds ASTM (American Society for Testing and 
Materials)/SEI (Safety Equipment Institute) standards for 
equestrian use and carries the SEI tag. It must be properly 
fitted with harness secured. A Show Committee must bar riders 
without protective headgear from entering the ring for classes 
in which protective headgear is required and may bar any entry 
or person from entering the ring if not suitably presented to 
appear before an audience.

POST ENTRIES

Prize money will be credited to the entry's show account after 
the results of the class winnings are posted or a check will be 
mailed to the Prize Money Recipient at the address on the 
entry blank within thirty days after the show, thereby ending 
the show's responsibility. Any class that has a number of 
entries required, will have the payout based on the number of 
on time entries and post entries will not be included in the 
number used to determine the payout. Classes that do not 
have enough entries to pay out prize money will either be 
canceled, or run without prize money at the exhibitors option. 
Any class with less than 4 entries will not pay prize money and 
entry fee will be as listed. NO Prize money will be awarded 
without a valid Social Security number or Federal Tax ID 
number on file.

DOGS/PETS

required to pay the exhibitor for that round plus a $100 fine to 
the show. Also, please dispose of all dog/pet waste in the 
proper containers. Management reserves the right to evict 
and/or bar future entry to any dog (or pet) that displays 
aggressive behavior towards people or other animals. Dog or 
pet owners will be held financially and legally responsible for 
any injuries caused by their pets. 

FEED & BEDDING
Feed & Bedding will be available through Gold Coast Feed & 
Nutrition (561-793-4607). No other feed or bedding vendor will 
be permitted on the show grounds due to insurance & liability 
requirements, without the express permission of management. 
Exhibitors wishing to use another vendor do so at their own risk 
and must receive permission for that vendor to come on the 
grounds. Storage of feed, bedding, hay, etc. must be within the 
stall space only. No straw will be allowed without a charge for 
its separate removal and waste storage.

HORSE SHOW FARRIER
No farrier other than the official horse show farrier(s) will be 
permitted to shoe on the grounds without the express 
permission of facility management. Exhibitors wishing to use 
another farrier must request a permit for that farrier. Proof of 
insurance and licenses will be required before permission is 
granted. Permit fees will apply.

GOLF CARTS, SCOOTERS & OTHER VEHICLES 
Minors who do not have a valid driver’s license which allows 
them to operate a motorized vehicle in the state in which they 
reside will not be permitted to operate a motorized vehicle of 
any kind, including, but not limited to, golf carts, motorcycles, 
scooters, or farm utility vehicles, on the competition grounds of 
licensed competitions. Minors who have a valid temporary 
license may operate the above described motorized vehicles 
as long as they are accompanied by an adult with a valid 
driver’s license. The parent/legal guardian or individual who 
signs the entry blank as a parent or guardian of a minor 
operating a motorized vehicle in violation of this rule are solely 
responsible for any damages, claims, losses or actions resulting 
from that operation. Violations of this rule will be cause for 
penalties against those responsible for the child committing 
the offense. Wheelchairs and other mobility assistance devices 
for individuals with disabilities are exempt from this rule.   
The unsafe use of personal electronic transport devices, as 
determined by the competition officials and management in 
their sole discretion, that do not require a driver’s license to 
operate, including but not limited to segways, hover boards, 
and single wheeled scooters is prohibited on competition 
grounds.

COMBINING & SPLITTING SECTIONS
Sections that are scheduled as split sections will be combined 
following current USEF rules. All USEF Federation rules for 
combining Rated sections will be in affect. If you are interested 
in sponsorship contact show management the day before the 
section is started to avoid last minute changes. The show will 
be in compliance of HU 116 and HU 112-118. Please note classes 
will not be re-divided after close of entries at 4 p.m. the day 
before the section starts. Any entry and accepted after the 
closing time will not be calculated in the minimums for splitting.

CHAMPION & RESERVE
Champion and Reserve Champion will be awarded in all Hunter 
Sections. The awards will be made to two of the four horses 
that have acquired the most points in the over fences classes. 
In addition to these points, only those four horses shall receive 
full points for ribbons won in the Under Saddle Class. Points will 
be awarded on the basis of 10,6,4,2,1,0.5 for 1st, 2nd, 3rd, 4th, 
5th, 6th places respectively. All classes are full point classes, 
except MODEL classes which are l/2 point classes. Champion 
and Reserve Champion will be awarded in all Jumper sections 
on the basis of points in accordance with JP110.2, Ties to be 
broken by Highest Placing in the Classic (if no classic, highest 
placed horse in the last class). A Champion and Reserve 
Champion will be awarded in the Equitation Section and in 
accordance with EQ106.86.a with the top two riders with the 
most points being eligible.

PROTEST
Any exhibitor lodging a protest must first deposit $200 for USEF 
Members or $300 for Non-Members with the Show Secretary, 
or Steward which sum will be forfeited to the show if the same 
is not sustained. All protests must be addressed to the Show 
Secretary or Steward and made in writing, signed by the 
protester, and filed with the Show Secretary, Show Manager or 
Show Steward within 48 hours. Funds must be payable to USEF. 
Protests may also be files with the Federation Hearing 
Committee as outlined in GR603.1.

SCRATCH POLICY
Scratches must be received before the beginning of the class 
that you want to scratch. Scratches will not be given in any 
classes which a posted order has been set (i.e., $10,000 stakes 
class, Grand Prix, Hunter Derbies or any class listed under the 
"Special Class" Section). Scratches must be done in the office 
on official scratch form. There will be no credit for any same 
day scratches. No other forms of notification will be accepted. 
This includes text messages.
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SAFESPORT
Reminder: All USEF Life and Senior Active members, as well as 
participants who have regular contact with minor athletes, are 
required to comply with the U.S. Center for SafeSport training 
requirement to be eligible to participate in the competition. All 
participants must adhere to the U.S. Center for SafeSport Code, 
USEF Safe Sport Policy, and the Minor Athlete Abuse Prevention 
Policies.

Microchipping 
1. In addition to the provisions of HU103.1, EQ 103.2 and JP 100.2, 

on or after December 1, 2018, all horses competing in classes 
that require USHJA horse registration must provide a 
microchip number that verifies their animal’s identity. Horses 
or ponies that are NOT MICROCHIPPED will be ineligible to 
compete in Federation licensed competitions.

2. A microchip used to verify identity must be a fifteen-digit ISO 
compliant 11784/11785 chip and be implanted in the nuchal 
ligament of the animal.

STALLS (MAY BE LIMITED) 
There are NO REFUNDS and NO TRANSFERS on stabling 
discounts. Stabling will be $280 for the all shows.  Post stalls, if 
available, will be an extra $25. Entry is required with stall 
reservation. If stabling with others during this time period, you 
will be charged a $55 grounds fee per show. Stalls will be ready 
noon the day before the show unless previous arrangements 
have been made. Stalls are either permanent structure with 
sliding doors and are 10x12, temporary canvas stalls 10x10. All 
permanent Stalls come with matted flooring. Stalls will be 
assigned on a first come, first serve basis as entries, 
accompanied by stall fees, are received. Permanent stalls have 
a compact sand floor with mats. Temporary stalls have been 
installed on a grass floor. We may need to limit the purchase of 
tack stalls. If this happens then Tack Stalls will NOT be available. 
Stalls may be limited and fees must accompany entry to ensure 
reservations.

Security and Stall Watch members have been instructed by 
ESP Management to reduce or remove any device that causes 
excessive noise between the hours of 10:00 PM and 4:00 AM. 
WI Stalls areas have been measured for the Lux levels. The 
lighting provided in the Temporary Stabling Range between 90 
and 215 Light (lx). The Lighting provided in the Permanent 
Stabling Range between 110 and 350 Light (lx). These limits are 
not considered “Bright” based on any metric chart found in our 
research. Please note that in the interest of both equine and 
human safety, no reductions or changes will be made in the 
existing lighting provided in the tent areas.

First bedding is not included. Bedding will be available from 
Gold Coast Feed. (561) 793-4607. All trash is to be placed in 
the receptacles provided, not in the manure bins. All manure 

is to be put in the area provided. All above fees are plus 7% 
sales tax.

We have invested a great deal of money to replace our 
permanent stalls and refurbish the barn structures for your 
horse’s safety and welfare. To ensure that our new stalls 
remain constantly safe, absolutely no alterations may be 
made in the permanent barns without WRITTEN APPROVAL 
of show management. This includes, but is not limited to: 
screws, nails, drilling and/or painting. Violations because “I 
saw someone else do it…” or “I did this last year…” are not 
excusable and you will be billed for any violations or damages. 
If you or your staff are unsure as to what is permitted, PLEASE 
DO NOT ASSUME. PLEASE ASK. We appreciate your 
cooperation.

CANCELLATION OF CLASSES
Management will not refund entry fees if classes are canceled 
due to severe weather, an emergency or some other act of 
god. If the entire show is canceled due to severe weather or an 
emergency, management will refund those class fees.

CHANGES BEFORE NUMBER IS ISSUED
PLEASE FILL OUT ENTRY BLANK CAREFULLY AND CORRECTLY. 
Changes in classes, horse and/or rider will be allowed without 
penalty prior to the number being issued. Once the number is 
issued the normal rules for scratches and/or adds will apply.

BILLING DISPUTES
Any open invoices will be closed by office staff at the end of the 
show with the method of payment holding the entry. It is the 
exhibitors responsibility to review their bill and resolve any 
discrepancies within one hour of the show ending. If disputes 
are not negotiated within this time frame the bill will stand as is 
without any further review.

COMPORTMENT

Exhibitors are notified that any act of discourtesy or 
disobedience to the Judges or Officials on the part of any 
owner, rider, trainer, family member, or groom may disqualify 
the horse and the owner will forfeit all entry and other fees.

SCHOOLING 
Ample schooling fences will be provided in designated 
schooling areas. There will be organized schooling in the rings 
at the rate of $60.00 per round. Schooling is available the day 
before the first day of competition. Please check the schedules 
for schooling times. Schooling will be available at other times as 
designated by management. The schooling area footing has 
been designed for longevity between watering & maintenance 
drags. Absolutely NO LUNGEING is allowed in the schooling 
area. Entries that are only schooling, and not showing, will be 
charged an office and medic fee in addition to their schooling 
round(s) and Show Stall/Grounds fee.  ENTRY'S BACK NUMBER 
MUST BE WORN TO SCHOOL. EXHIBITORS ARE RESPONSIBLE 
FOR THEIR NUMBER AND THE NUMBER IS FOR THEIR USE 
ONLY. ENTRY FORMS MUST BE RECEIVED BY THE SHOW 
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SECRETARY BEFORE YOU ARE PERMITTED TO SCHOOL IN THE 
RINGS OR SCHOOLING AREAS USED BY THESE SHOWS. 
Entries that are only schooling will also pay an Office and 
Medic fee.

CHECK OUT POLICY
We would like to encourage all of our exhibitors to use our 
online check out service. Exhibitors who do not check out 
either in the office or online by 24 hours after the completion of 
the show may be charged a surcharge of $20 per entry. This 
charge would be applied only if prior arrangements have not 
been made. The web service is available for use anytime during 
or after the show. If you need help checking out online feel free 
to contact us by phone or email. The show office will be closed 
one hour after the close of competition. 

REFUND & CREDIT CARD POLICY
Stabling, nominating, administration and Credit Card fees will 
not be refunded under any circumstances. Horses entered may 
be scratched without a veterinarian’s certificate by notifying the 
Show Secretary in writing on an official scratch sheet. Written 
notification is received before the start of competition, entry 
fees will be refunded, less a $150 processing fee. We encourage 
you or your agent/trainer to close out your show bill in person 
before the end of the show. However, if you do not do so in 
person, you automatically agree to authorize Equestrian Sport 
Productions to charge your credit card for all entry fees, stabling 
fees, etc. If you dispute a charge made by Equestrian Sport 
Productions you may not be able to show until the charge 
dispute has been resolved. All credit card charges will have a 
3.5% administrative/convenience fee added. Debit cards are not 
accepted.

HUNTER & EQUITATION & JUMPER ATTIRE
Proper riding attire is required: boots, breeches, riding jacket, 
shirt with choker or tie. Riders must wear coats in all classes 
unless otherwise announced. It is compulsory for all persons at 
Federation licensed hunter, jumper or hunter/jumper 
competitions, when mounted anywhere on the competition 
grounds, to wear properly fastened protective headgear which 
meets or exceeds ASTM (American Society for Testing and 
Materials)/SEI (Safety Equipment Institute) standards for 
equestrian use and carries the SEI tag. It must be properly fitted 
with harness secured GR801. PLEASE MAKE YOURSELF AWARE 
OF ALL JUMPER ATTIRE RULES PRINTED IN THIS PRIZE LIST. 

BACK NUMBERS
You MUST wear the back number provided by the show unless 
prior arrangements have been made, i.e., lost number etc. 
European bridle or breastplate numbers will not be accepted as 
the only form of a number. If you fail to have your show issued 
number on your back or pinned to your saddle pad in plain view 
you may be eliminated from your class. Any participant using 
our online entry system, still needs to come to the show office 
and sign their entry blank and obtain a show issued number.

All horses in the schooling area or warm-up area must have its 

show number attached to the horse or the individual riding or 
handling. Any horse without its correct number will be asked to 
leave the area. (HJ106)

NON NEGOTIABLE FINES
A fine of $150 plus collection fees will be made for all non 
negotiable funds. This includes checks and credit cards that are 
declined. This also includes all Disputed Charges. If you are 
planning to dispute a charge please email the detail to office@
wellingtoninternational.com. Foreign competitors must pay with 
U.S. funds

FOUND ON JUDGES CARD PENALTY
Horses competing in classes that they have not been entered 
in the office on the official add/drop form (there is no adding 
at the gate) all adds that come off that will be required to pay 
$80 per class.

COMPETITION FEES 
GR208.1 Competition Fees. [Chapter 2. Membership 
Classifications 1. For every horse participating in any 
competition licensed by the Federation, a $25 Federation fee 
will be collected ($15 shall be an Equine Drugs and Medication 
fee to provide for research, inspection, and enforcement of 
rules regarding use of medications and drugs; see GR407.1, .2 
and .3). Exception: Horses entered in classes exempted from 
the Equine Drugs and Medication fee are also exempt from 
the balance of the Federation fee. A $10.00 USHJA Fee per 
horse entered at National & Jumper 4* And Higher Shows. $33 
will be charged for each horse competing in FEI competitions. 
An IHP fee of $35 will be charged to each horse showing in any 
Computer Ranked Grand Prix.

JUMP ORDER
In all classes over fences management MAY designate the 
order of go. All orders will be posted at least 30 minutes 
before the class and the one minute rule will be in effect. 
Riders that foresee conflicts must communicate with the 
paddock masters involved — don’t rely on radio contact only! 
Riders are forewarned that the show will not be held up 
because of trainer conflicts. After order of go in any class is 
posted there will be no refunds allowed. Jumper classes with 
a posted order of go will use the following procedure in 
accordance with JP112.2: the horses names are drawn 
individually, starting from the first position and then down.

AIR VESTS
Air vest are allowed (and encouraged) in all disciplines. For 
Hunter and Equitation Classes Judges are instructed not to 
deduct points for the use of air vests worn over coats. Please 
note that the show will not be delayed in order to reset air 
vests. Riders who choose to wear air vests are therefore 
strongly encouraged to have spare equipment (air canisters, 
tethers and entire vests) so that vest that have been inflated 
can quickly be returned to their operation. Please look for air 
canister recycling containers located at participating Air Vest 
vendors.
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MEDICAL WASTE & SHARPS
In accordance with the 1989 Federal Waste Tracking Act 
which restricts the disposal of medical waste, Bio Hazardous 
Medical Waste Containers will be provided in the stable area. 
All exhibitors and their agents are responsible for the proper 
disposal of this waste. Sharps will be placed in sharp 
containers provided. Anyone found discarding sharps in any 
other manner will be fined up to $250 per instance and held 
responsible for any fines or expenses incurred by 
management. Violations to this rule will be dealt with very 
seriously. Improper disposal of sharps poses a serious health 
threat to anyone who may come in contact with it. Please 
make sure that anyone who handles these sharps on your 
behalf are aware of the responsibility involved. Neither 
ignorance or language will excuse fine enforcement. If you 
need additional containers or any assistance with the disposal 
of sharps, please ask the office or a member of the staff. 
Thank you for your cooperation.

POLING
We do not allow any sort of manual poling or poling of any 
type on the competitions show grounds.

TRADE RESTRICTIONS
Company and the Service are subject to the export control

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Equestrian Sport Productions has had vaccination protocol in 
place since 2013. We will now adhere to GR845 in which:

1. At Federation licensed competitions horses, more than 7 
months of age, entering the grounds must be accompanied by 
documentation of Equine Influenza Virus and Equine Herpes 
Virus (Rhinopneumonitis) vaccinations within six months (180 
days) prior to entering the stables. Horses not in compliance 
with this rule may be required to leave the competition grounds 
upon request by Competition Management. Documentation 
should consist of one of the following methods mentioned 
below. The frequency of vaccine administration should be per 
the vaccine manufacturers’ or veterinarian’s recommendations. 
It is recommended that vaccines are administered by or under 
the direction of a veterinarian.

2. In the case of vaccines administered by a veterinarian, the 
exhibitor, upon request by Competition Management, must 
provide documentation from the veterinarian on documenting 
that the horse in question received the vaccinations; name of 
the vaccines and date of vaccine administration.

3. In the case of vaccines administered by a person other than 
a veterinarian, the exhibitor, upon request by Competition 
Management, must provide a receipt of the vaccine purchase 
which is signed by the owner, or agent with care, custody, and 
control of the horse; name, serial number and expiration date of 
the vaccine; and date of vaccine administration. 

4. In the case of a horse that is unable to receive either of the 
vaccinations due to a history of adverse reactions, the exhibitor, 
upon request by Competition Management, must provide a 
letter from the veterinarian on official letterhead stating that 
the horse in question cannot be vaccinated due to medical 
concerns and a log of temperatures taken twice daily for the 
seven days prior to entering the competition grounds. 

These horses must also have their temperature taken and 
logged twice daily while on the competition grounds. The log of 
temperatures should be provided to the Competition 

Management, steward, or technical delegate when requested.

5. A current negative coggins test. Please renew before it 
expires, and not just before it is necessary to leave the state. It 
is strongly recommended that all horses be vaccinated for 
Equine EHV-1 (either modified live or killed vaccine) no sooner 
than 7 days prior and no later than 180 days prior to entering 
the show grounds. Most EHV-1 vaccines are only considered 
effective for 180 days. Check with your veterinarian about 
which vaccine you use.

6. Once the horse leaves the facility you may be required to 
show a new Statement of Health upon your return to the 
facility. Current vaccination against WNV, EEE, WEE, Tetanus 
and Rabies is strongly recommended

7. You should be able to document your horse's normal 
temperature before arrival. Please do not ship horses with 
elevated temperatures. It is recommended that you establish a 
log of temperatures taken at least twice daily. If there is an 
elevated temperature for more than a 24 hour period, please 
consult your local Veterinarian immediately.

8. Every effort should be made to minimize stress and 
commingling of horses shipped long distances. Extra hours on 
a horse van, or moving from stable to stable is the fastest way 
to compromise your horses’ and your neighbors horses’ health.

9. Any horse on the show grounds with a fever of unknown 
origin or of suspicious origin must be reported to ESP 
Management. It is always better to err on the side safety. 
Isolation stalls will either be available on the grounds or at a 
local veterinary practice if the need arises.

10. Please take the time to review equine good hygiene 
practices and impress its importance to your groom in 
everyday care.
